Corvette spark plug removal tip – L98 C4’s, some C3’s, SBC & BBC’s
There seems to be a lot of difficulty with this one; especially with #8 or #2 plugs in L98 Small Block Chev. engines and earlier L88’s etc, depending on your engine bay configuration, with things like the firewall and air conditioner compressor hindering easy access – Some people even say they have to lie underneath the car to get good access to the #2 plug!
I find the simplest and easiest solution is one that’s SO easy people often overlook it;

On the end of your correct sized (the ‘little one’) spark plug socket (Preferably the type with the rubber insert that both grips and protects the ceramic body of the spark plug), use a 19mm (usually) socket on the end of the spark plug socket.  In some cases you may also find it easier to use a 19mm ring spanner on the end of the sparkplug socket.
Hope that helps!
